CONCLUSIONS: Here you can provide a few sentences describing the significance of the results – summarizing only the results needed to make your conclusion – and scientific relevance of your findings.

HEALTH RELEVANCE: Provide 1-2 sentences stating the public health or clinical relevance of your findings.
